WEATHER HIGHLIGHT 

West of the Cascades, temperatures stayed in the 50s and 60s, relative humidity remained above 40%, wind gusts below 
20 mph, and light precipitation was observed. East of the Cascades, temperatures rose into the 70s and 80s, relative 
humidity dropped to teens to 20s with moderate overnight recoveries, and wind gusts reached the 20s and 30s. Scattered 
lightning was reported near the I-5 corridor with a few strikes on the east side. Initial attack remained light with all fires 
held under 2 acres.
